Determining how much each scout will receive degemdeach
scout’s participation in each fundraising evente BooutM UST
participate in the fundraiser to earn any portibthe profits for
his account.

For example, if the percentage is 50/50:
- and a scout sells $500.00 in wreaths, 50 pexfethie profit
earned on that $500.00 will go towards that boyeant.
- and we had a brat fry, 50% of the profit will @it equally
among the boys that helped with the event.
